Keep Watch Ambassador Julie Bishop
said the initiative from the Royal Life
Saving Society to offer a free home pool
safety checklist should make it easier

for pool owners to do a regular self-
check. The checklist guides pool owners
on the key risk areas that children could
use to access the backyard pool and is
available free of charge at

“As any parent or grandparent will tell
you, it is near impossible to watch small
children at every moment, so home pool
fences are a vital back-up to make sure
children don’t enter water unsupervised,”
Julie said.

“Some of the things Royal Life Saving
recommend to check are basic
maintenance issues that arise over time

or as a result of high winds such as gaps
in the fence, missing panels or where land
has subsided underneath. Rusting locks or
gates that no long self close and latch are
another key risk factor.

“Less obvious issues that the checklist
identifies include moving pot plants or

100 years at
Wearne Hoste

Taking advantage of the Indian Ocean
and its breathtaking views, Gibney
Street’s Wearne Hostel has been an
iconic feature on the Cottesloe coastline
for the past century.

the nineteenth and twentieth centuries.

“The continuing improvements and
extensions made to Wearne Hostel have
ensured the aged care facility continues
to provide high quality care for Western
Australia’s older citizens.”

“Pool fencing legislation has now
been in place for 10 to 15 years and
many fences and gates have badly
deteriorated,” said Mr Bradley. “Recent
local government surveys have shown
that up to 85 per cent of home pools do
not comply with the safety standards.
That’s a frightening statistic.”

“By using our practical, easy to read
checklist home pool owners will be able
to check, fix and maintain their home
pool environment,” said Mr Bradley.
